Two year olds

We offer a 2 day two-year-old class on
Tuesday and Thursday and a 3 day class
on Monday, Wednesday and Friday.
(Class size = 8 students)

Three year olds

We offer two 3 day classes for three-year-
olds. One meets on Tuesday, Thursday
and Friday, and the other meets on
Monday, Wednesday and Friday.

(Class size = 10 students)

Four year olds

The four-year-old class meets Monday
through Thursday.

(Class size = 15 students)

An optional Friday Pre-K class is available
to children enrolled in the RCNS 4s
program.

(Class size = 8 students)

An after-school lunch program is available
to our 3- and 4-year-olds from 12:30pm -
2pm several days a week. Children bring
their own lunch. $15 per day.
